This instruction sheet covers the use of AMP-BLADE
Extraction Tool 465199-1, which is designed to extract
AMP-BLADE contacts from the connectors listed in
Figure 1. Read these instructions carefully before ex-
tracting any contacts.

The extraction tool consists of a lance release tip for
depressing the contact locking lance, and an extrac-
tion tip for pushing the contact from the connector. A
handle is used tc push the extraction tip.

3. CONTACT EXTRACTION
Refer to Figure 1 and proceed as foliows:
1. Select the contact to ba removed. Crieat the

tool, as shown in Figure 1, with the front {(mating
face) of the connector.
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2. Insert the extraction tool into the front of the
connector with the lance release tip entering the
lance release slot and the exiraction tip entering
the contact cavity.

3. Push the lance release tip in until the locking
lance is released from the slot.

CAUTION

4. Maintaining pressure on the release tip, push
the handle of the extraction tool forward to push
the contact out of the back of the connector.

Do NOT pry or twist tool when
inserting infoc connector. Darnage to
tool or connector may result.

5. Remove the extraction tool and puil contact
from the back of the connector by grasping the
corresponding wire and pulling lightly on it,
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4. TOOL MAINTENANCE

The extraction tool requires little maintenance other
than to wipe it with a clean, soft cloth after use and to
store it in a clean, dry area when not in use. Prevent
dirt or fareign objects from entering the tool body.
AMP recommends that the tool be inspected
immediately upon its arrival at your facility, and at
regularly scheduled intervals thereafter, to ensure that
the tool has not become damaged during handling and
use.
